· Be a graduating high school senior who has applied to one or more accredited colleges/universities.

· Plan to major in business, engineering, technology, mathematics or physical science fields.

· Demonstrate financial need.

· Be a member of one of the underrepresented minority groups (African American, Hispanic or Native American) in the sciences and related areas of technology.

The application deadline is Friday, March 19, 2010.
Scholarship awards for the Local AABE Scholarship ranges from $500 to $1000, the Regional Award is $3,000 and the Premier Award is $5,000.  Guidelines and applications are attached for each application.  Only one application is required to be filled out by the student.  Submitting option 2, (Regional and Premier Application), is an automatic qualification for the Local Application.
