AABE 2nd Qtr. National Office Report 
The following report was pre-
sented at the June Board of 
Directors meeting in Kansas 
City.  

 

Membership has reached 1,000 
for the second quarter of 2008. 

 

At the invitation of Operation 
Rainbow PUSH, the National 
Office was invited to Houston, 
Texas to offer a workshop on 
current issues in the liquid fuels 
industry.  The office moderated 
a panel that included the Presi-
dent of Sasol Synthetic Fuels, 
and highlighted the AABE Train-
ing Institute.  Mr. Luddy Hay-
den and Dr. Robert Powell 
spoke about the opportunities 
that African Americans have to 
support the development of the 
energy industries in the Carib-
bean and African nations. 

 

The National Office had the 
opportunity to meet with Mr. 
William Lucy, President of the 
National Association of Black 
Trade Unionists to present the 
AABE Principles and to discuss 
with the NABTU leadership the 
advantage that the development 
of green jobs could have for the 
minority communities. 

 

On two separate occasions, the 
National Office has met with 
President Marcia Kong and 
Executive Director Renee 
Wilson of the National Asso-
ciation of Real Estate Brokers.  
The NAREB is an organization 
of African American profession-
als in real estate. They are very 
concerned about the cost of 
energy for low-income home 
owners and the need for minor-

ity real estate brokers to work 
with minority families in coun-
seling regarding the impact of 
energy costs and best means to 
manage those costs.  AABE has 
been invited to participate in a 
panel at the NAREB’s 61st An-
nual Conference in Memphis.  
AABE has also been asked to 
address their students program 
regarding professional opportu-
nities in the energy industry. 

 

The National Office was invited 
to participate in the events to 
inaugurate Mr. Richard Par-
sons as the first holder of the 
King Chair of Public Policy at 
Howard University.  Mr. Par-
sons is the recently retired 
Chairman and CEO of AOL 
Time Warner.  Mr. Parsons will 
lecture at the school of business 
and develop internships in some 
of the leading corporations, 
including energy corporations. 

 

On May 27th, the National 
Office had the opportunity to 
support the Legislative Issues 
and Public Policy committee in 
briefing the staff of the Con-
gressional Black Caucus mem-
bers regarding the AABE Princi-
ples.  The briefing was held in 
the Rayburn House Office 
Building in DC and was very 
well attended.   

 

In keeping with the Memoran-
dum of Understanding signed 
between AABE and the Leon 
H. Sullivan Foundation, the 
National Office served as the 
convener and moderator of the 
program session on alternative 
energy for African development.  
Participants in the session were 
the Ambassador from Rwanda 

to the United States, the Min-
ister of Energy for Tanzania, 
The Director of the Solar 
Electric Light Fund, and the 
Associate Director of OPIC.  
The interest in alternative 
energy abroad is very, very 
high.  The interest is power 
generation and power distribu-
tion is also very high.  It was 
forcefully stated by the Vice 
President of the World Bank 
in her presentation, and it is 
broadly understood that the 
availability of reliable power is 
critical to significant economic 
development on the continent.   

 

The National Office sat in on a 
discussion with Ed Badolato, 
Principal of Integrated Infra-
structure Analytics (IIA) re-
garding the impact of energy 
security in developing coun-
tries.  IIA is primarily inter-
ested in distributed power 
production from renewable

David Owens asks the 
tough questions about 
the energy crisis 

AABE Briefs Congress on Energy Principles 
On Tuesday, May 27, 2008, the 
AABE National Legislative 
Issues & Public Policy (LIPP) 
Committee convened in the 
Rayburn House Office Building 
on Capitol Hill in an effort to 
enlighten representatives of 
the Congressional Black Cau-
cus (CBC) and others of 
AABE’s Energy Policy Principles 
related to Climate Change, 
Energy Efficiency and Renew-
able Technology.   

LIPP leaders delineated the 
potential immense financial 
burdens that proposed energy 
legislation could place upon 
those consumers who are at a 
significant economic disadvan-
tage: specifically minorities, the 
elderly and single-parent 
households. These households 
typically earn less than $10,000 
annually, spending nearly half 
of after-tax income on energy 
expenditures alone. AABE 
insisted that African-Americans 
participate in the discussion 
and development of energy 
policy and energy-related busi-
ness opportunities to ensure 
economic equity. 

Presenting on behalf of AABE 
and the LIPP Committee were: 

 

Carolyn Green (Sunoco - 
Philadelphia), AABE National 
Chair; 

Frank Stewart, AABE Na-
tional President & Chief Oper-
ating Officer; 

Sabrina Campbell (AEP - 
DC), AABE-LIPP Committee 
Co-Chair and National Treas-
urer; 

Berdell Knowles (JEA - FL/
AABE), AABE-LIPP Committee 
National Climate Change 
Team Lead; and 

Morry Davis (Peabody En-
ergy - SMSI), AABE-LIPP Com-
mittee National Energy Effi-
ciency Team Lead. 

The LIPP Committee effec-
tively discussed the energy 
crisis, sending a clairvoyant 
message to all in attendance: 
AABE will represent the con-
cerns of the minority commu-
nity as it relates to energy 
prices and professional repre-
sentation in the energy indus-
try. 

The LIPP Committee is led by 
David Owens (EEI - DC), 
who was recently honored 
with the Clarke A. Watson 
Chairman’s Cup award during 
the 31st Annual AABE Na-

tional Conference this past 
April.  

As part of the “Building the 
Pipeline Initiative” (see page 7), 
Morry has recruited two Pea-
body Energy interns Raquel 
Jones (Spelman College) and 
Dan Foster (St. Louis Univ.) 
to assist us with LIPP projects 
this summer in St. Louis, MO 
and Washington, DC. 

The Committee is also seeking 
new members from the local 
Chapters’ to get involved in 
legislative issues and the public 
policy debate.

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The Baby Boom generation is near-
ing retirement age. The energy 
industry is concerned about vacan-
cies in critical areas of operation in 
the near future. The nuclear indus-
try is heavily recruiting Minorities 
to fill projected demand. The re-
newables sector is also seeking 
individuals to create new busi-
nesses in the industry.  

Are African-Americans taking ad-
vantage of these opportunities? In 
April 2008, The Education Sector, a 
non-profit organization dedicated 
to improving US education policies, 
released a report entitled 
“Graduation Rate Watch: Making 
Minority Student Success a Priority.” 
The report claims that since the 
beginning of the new millennium, 

Black students enrolling in college 
were 70% more likely not to 
graduate with a degree within six 
years. 

AABE’s mission includes encourag-
ing African-American students to 
pursue careers in energy related 
fields. AABE National Chair Caro-
lyn Green (Sunoco - Philadelphia) 
and Board member Ralph Cleve-
land (AGL Resources - Atlanta) 
have created the new “Building the 
Pipeline Initiative” to ensure the 
next generation of Minority energy 
professionals’ needs are addressed. 

The Initiative will work closely 
with 2 of AABE’s National Com-
mittees (Scholarship and Member-
ship & Chapter Development) as 

well as the Chapter 
Presidents, Regional 
Coordinators, National 
Office and Board of 
Directors.  

The Initiative’s goals are 
to create and maintain 
additional AABE Student 
Chapters at HBCUs and 
other accredited institutions across 
the country. Volunteers are needed 
to provide mentoring, part-time & 
full-time employment opportunities, 
and  track professional development 
of our AABE scholarship recipients 
and other Minority students inter-
ested in the fields of energy & the 
environment. Both AABE and the 
students are expected to benefit 
from this partnership. To assist in

The Committee has approved the 
templates for how the site will look 
and operate. The deadline for com-
pletion has been extended to Au-
gust 2008 to ensure quality of ser-
vices provided by the contractor. 

As you may know, AABE success-
fully entered into an agreement this

Q&A session 
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New Jersey Chapter 

On the heels of the 31st Annual 
National Conference in Houston, 
the New Jersey Chapter of AABE 
hosted a Lunch~n~Learn session at 
the headquarters of the Public Ser-
vice Enterprise Group (PSEG).  
While the Chapter had a strong 
presence at the Conference, the 
intent of the session was to 
enlighten and educate those mem-
bers – and other interested parties 
– that were unable to attend.  Sev-
eral Chapter members were 
charged with reporting-out on spe-
cific session topics covered during 
the Conference.   

Rodney Dickens – VP, Asset Man-
agement and Centralized Services, 
presented, "Our Mission for Emis-
sions:  Meeting the High Cost of Re-
ducing Carbon."  Having served as a 
panelist on the topic during the 
Conference, Rodney’s presentation 
was primarily from the PSEG per-
spective; but he made sure to en-
compass the outlook of his co-
panelist, Chris Womack – Execu-
tive VP, External Affairs (Georgia 
Power).  Rodney suggested, “As a 
utility, we need to walk-the-walk 
when it comes to reducing our 
carbon footprint.  PSE&G gave out 
over 300,000 energy-efficient fluo-
rescent light bulbs to our customers 
and employees.”  He asked the 
standing room only crowd, “How 
many of you have actually switched-

out all of your old bulbs with the 
ones the company provided?”  With 
only a half-dozen or so hands 
raised, he responded, “My point 
exactly.”  

Rick Thigpen – VP, State Govern-
mental Affairs, reviewed, "The State 
of Earth: Global Warming and Public 
Policy."  With the panel featuring 
legislatures from different parts of 
the country, Rick brought together 
some common themes from the 
session, while making sure the at-
tendees did not lose site of the big 
picture. “There is significant invest-
ment and legislation required of 
utilities and the regulatory bodies 
that govern them,” he said; “but we 
shouldn’t sit back idly and allow this 
progress to come at our expense.  
We have an obligation to articulate 
the needs of the people we serve.” 

 

Carin Burwell – Process Analyst, 
had the undaunting task of covering, 
"Going Hi-Tech: Nanotechnology in the 
Energy Industry."  And while it’s not 
Rocket Science… check that, maybe 

it is; Carin’s presentation was 
compelling enough to convince the 
audience that a space elevator is 
not too farfetched.  “There are a 
lot of applications that can lever-
age nanotechnologies.  Continued 
research and development may 
lead to the creation of an alterna-
tive, improved, or renewable en-
ergy source.” 

 

Ralph Izzo – PSEG President and 
CEO (pictured on right), closed 
the session by emphasizing the 
need for PSEG to act as leaders in 
the development of new and clean 
energy technologies.  “We, as a 
company, have a major role to 
play.  We’re best suited to provide 
universal access to energy effi-
ciency – especially to under-served 
markets and communities.”  Ralph 
went on to say, “I think all the 
presenters did a great job.  While 
our primary focus, as a utility, is 
on New Jersey; AABE members 
get a broader perspective on the 
industry as a whole.” 

 

“The primary focus of AABE is to 
ensure the input of African Ameri-
cans and other minorities into the 
discussion and development of

“What is Causing these Record Oil 
Prices?” by Kyle Elliott, AABE Na-
tional Research Assistant 

If I had to point to one factor I 
would say the amount of attention 
that oil prices has been garnering on 
Capitol Hill for the last month or so 
is a major factor. Since oil execu-
tives are receiving so much atten-
tion, the entire commodities market 
is hanging on their every word.  

The top 5 oil companies (Mobil, 
Chevron, British Petroleum, Shell 
and Valero) keep advocating that 
we start drilling in the Arctic Na-
tional Wildlife Refuge (ANWR) in 
order to increase domestic supply 
and since the Democrats are deter-
mined not to let that happen , I 
think the market is responding to 
their testimony with long term ex-
pectations of supply shortages.  

The Bush administration’s stance is 
that we drill off our own coasts and 
in ANWR as well. The way the 
Bush Administration has framed the 
argument makes drilling in environ-
mentally protected areas sound 
promising to the general public and 
with Congress not backing the idea 
I think it is sending some fears 
through the market. We might be 
seeing a rise in oil prices to $200 a
